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	SEMINAR SELECTIONS
1.Ancient Comedy Live – Ted Gellar-Goad and Students

Groups of Wake Forest University students will perform four scenes selected from the comedies of Aristophanes, Menander, Plautus, and Terence, adopted specially for the NC Junior Classics League Convention!

2. Rome: How a People of the Land Were Formed by Battles at Sea-Michael Sloan 

This presentation examines how Rome, particularly known for its terrestrial developments and exploits, was greatly influenced by naval engagements, namely: 1) the first Punic War, and 2) the battle at Actium.  The First Punic War established Rome as a Western world power, and the battle at Actium was the turning point in Rome's shift from a Republic to an Empire. 
3.The Fall of the Roman Empire – Brian Warren
What caused the fall of the Roman Empire? Did the barbarians do it? Was Christianity to blame? Moral decay? The fall of the Roman Empire has long been a favorite topic of reflection and debate for students and scholars interested in the ancient world. This seminar will survey some of the answers historians have offered and investigate the problems posed by this most famous of questions.
4.Binders Keepers: How to Curse Your Rivals as the Romans Did –Ted Gellar-Goad When the law lets you down, if you're an ancient Greek or Roman, there's somewhere else you can turn: the dark art of curse magic. There were certain words you had to say, certain rites you had to perform, certain gods to call upon, and certain places best for carrying out the spell. In this seminar we will look at how Greco-Roman curse tablets were composed, made, and used.
5..Rare Book Collection- Megan Mulder
The Rare Books Collection at ZSR Library contains over 50,000 volumes dating from the 14th through the 21st centuries. Step back in time as you explore the treasures housed on the 6th floor of the library. The 15th century Ovid book is exquisite!
6. What Else Did Caesar Write? Mary Pendergraft
Most students know that Caesar wrote the Bellum Gallicum and the Bellum Civile. But did you know that he didn't write all the books in those works? And did you know that he also wrote speeches, letters, a work on grammar, and even short poems? This talk will survey Caesar's works beyond the histories, both those that survive (e.g., letters to Cicero), and those that we know only because other writers mentioned them.
7. Ancient Music: What Do We Know? James Powell
Music is a human constant and it clearly played a large role in the ancient Greek and Roman worlds. References to music are pervasive in their literatures and as we read these works we probably have some kind of sound track running in our heads. But what really did ancient music sound like? This session will take a quick look at some of the evidence and try to get a clearer sense of what we can and cannot know. We may even listen to some attempts to re-create ancient music.
